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Abstract : Field investigation was carried out during kharif 2002 and 2003 at research farm, IGAU, Raipur (C.G.). The experiment
aimed at comparing performance of different levels of inorganic fertilizer and its conjunction with different organic fertilizers.
Results showed that application of 100:60:40 kg NPK ha! in conjunction with PM gave the highest value of KLAC, ER and
amylose content, which was comparable to inorganic fertilizer level of 100:60:40 kg NPK ha applied along with FYM or blending
of N with cow dung. The hulling and milling percent was also increased under these combinations. The highest input cost, net
profit and per rupee investment was found under 150:80:60 kg NPK ha! followed by application of 100:60:40 kg NPK ha™' along
with PM.
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
