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The present study on knowledge of farm women about Integrated Child Development Scheme
(I.C.D.S.) was conducted in Achalpur Panchayat Samiti of Amravati district., The main objective
of all study was to find knowledge level of farm women about I.C.D.S. The findings of the study
revealed that majority of farm women were of middle age having medium level of knowledge
about I.C.D.S. and having medium level of annual income. However, the observations also showed
that most of the farm women were from nuclear family having small size of family with
unfavourable attitude and low social participation. Majority of farm women were educated up to
middle school and having agriculture as their family occupation and also worked as labour. The
relational analysis show that significant variables are age, education, family income, type of family,
size of family, attitude, social participation, and only one i.e., family occupation show non-significant
relationship with knowledge level.
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
