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Educationa aspiration of farm labourers about
their children

SUMMARY : Aspiration can be defined asalevel of possiblegoalsset by anindividual. Aspiration in short isthe
expected level of achievement of the individual. “Educational aspiration of farm laboures is any desire, expectation
of the labourestoward their children education and about the aimswith they are taking the education. The study was
undertaken in the year 2012-13. A sample of 120 farm labourers sel ected from the agricultural institutes working
under Dr.P.D.K.V., Akolaand KVK of Amravati district of Maharashtra. Mg ority of farm labourers had medium
level of educational aspiration. Among the selected characteristics, it was observed that the characteristics namely,
education, annual income, sources of information, knowledge and cosmopolitness, family size had significant
rel ationship with educational aspiration of the respondents. However, the rel ationship between type of family, age,
social participation and their educational aspiration werefound non-significant.
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
