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Abstract : An On Farm Tria wasinitiated in the Narayanpur village of Garhwa. The On Farm Trial was planned in the Rabi of 2008. Source of
technology sel ected was Japanese weeder and cono weeder. Grain yield harvested was significant in dl the trestments. The maximum grainyield
of 41 g/hawere recorded in treatment 2 wherein weeding was done with Japanese weeder followed by three treatment these which weeding was
done with cono weeder (34g/ha). The least grain yield of 20.5qg/ha was recorded under farmer’s practice in which hand weeding was done. In
terms of energy efficiencies, cost to benefit ratio noticed, and higher grain yield output, weeding with Japanese weeder was considered to be
successful on farmtria followed by weeding with cono weeder.
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
