Customer feedback emphasized the time-saving aspect, year-round availability, convenience of
purchase, prompt delivery, affordability, high-quality packaging, and inclusion of scientific information. These results underline
the need for widespread promotion of online marketing channels, as they offer significant benefits such as time efficiency, 24/7
availability, home delivery, diverse product choices, and cost-effectiveness. Overall, digital marketing of agriculture inputs
emerges as a highly valuable and useful approach for farmers, enhancing their access to essential resources.
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
