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ABSTRACT : Seedyield plant* had highly significant and positive association with daysto 50 per cent
flowering, daysto 75 per cent maturity, petiole length and number of primary branches plant. Path co-
efficient analysis of different traits contributing towards seed yield plant showed that daysto 50 per cent
flowering recorded the highest positive direct effect followed by petiolelength, daysto 75 per cent maturity,
number of pods plant, number of seeds pod* and vegetativeyield.
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
