Nutrients application on the soil test basei.e., 203 kg N+65 kg P,O, + 70
kg K,O/hadeclined 3.63 per cent and 3.79 per cent tuber yield only compared with farmers practice and
R.D.F., which was negligible. The highest net return of Rs. 88527/ha was achieved from RDF closely
followed by Rs. 84967/ha, avail able from soil test base use of fertilizer. Thelowest net retutn of Rs. 72417/
haand BCR (1:2.64) werefound in farmers practice. The B:C ratio in soil test base (1:3.05) and R.D.F.
(2:3.07) wasrecorded similar.
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
